Have you considered
clinical specialization? Did you know that you can now participate in an Orthopaedic Residency
Program without leaving your current job?

Month 8: Clinical Biomechanics and Manual Therapy for all Practice Environments: Upper
Extremity, Cervical and Thoracic Spines (12 contact hours)

contact hours)
